CERTIFICATE, DIPLOMA, DEGREE COURSES, POST GRADUATE COURSES
MPDI offers approved courses to develop skills of mariners who wish to pursue carers in the shipping sectors ashore.
The courses may be taken as:

Certificate:
Independent modules to obtain a certificate in the subject area and to develop the relevant skills. Every module equals 20 credits

Diploma:
As a combination of related modules to achieve a diploma in the relevant discipline; 120 credits qualify for a diploma award. Some of the modules are core modules and must be taken.
Degree:
This is a more flexible approach. The student can chose from a range of modules to achieve 180 credits to qualify for a degree award. Some of the modules are core modules and must be taken.
The students can build up their credits in stages within a period of 5 years to qualify for a Diploma or a Degree. However, not having registered for Diploma or Degree initially may cause the qualification to be more expensive. Those who can finish early can do so.
